Howto:

Steps to Convert Harris County Voter Registration *.CSV File Into Blockwalking List

1.  Download file from Harris County voter registration website

http://www.tax.co.harris.tx.us/voter/voter.asp

2.  Open in Excel, and create two new columns to right of existing field "Address".  Name those columns:  "Addr_No", and "Street_Name".

3.  Under "Data" Menu, and "Sort" item, sort entire spread sheet contents by Address column.  Note that different text functions "Left" & "Mid" are required for the various street number digits.  For example, some Address fields have three digits street numbers, a space, and street name.  Later fields have 4 digit street numbers, a space and a street name.  And, so on.  Each type [3 digit, 4 digit, etc] will vary in the "Left" & Mid" functions.

4.  Enter this function into first Addr_No field:

=LEFT(F2, 5)

[Example formula is for a 5 digit street name]

5.  Enter this function into Street_Name field:

=MID(F2,7,1000)

[Example formula is for a 5 digit street name]

6.  Copy the two new formulas into all rows.

7.  Hide these columns:

Certificat, Precinct, Effective Date, Address

8.  In right most column, add Column Header "Yardsign"

9.  Under Print Setup, change these settings:

Tab - Page: landscape

Tab - Margins:  as required to fit all fields on one page

Tab - Header/Footer:  Enter "Precinct ????", and provide precinct No for reference.  Include optional block walking contact info ... for primary precinct organizer

Tab - Sheet:  enter in "Rows to Repeat at Top:  $1:$1, and select checkbox "gridlines"

10.  Set data auto filter per the following.  Menu "Data", Select "Filter", Click "Autofilter"

11.  Refer to district or precinct map for targeted neighborhood [one day of blockwalking team work]

12.  Print in order ... only the data for street names that will appear as the blockwalking team moves from one end of targeted neighborhood to the other end.
